The Richland Rodeo Team is a group of students from Richland High School who have
come together to enjoy and promote the sport of rodeo. We compete (along with more
than 80 other high school rodeo teams from the North Texas area) in 28 rodeos scheduled
through the North Texas High School Rodeo Association. The rodeos are held from
September to June mainly at the NTHSRA arena in Saginaw.

We accept membership applications year-round for the current year’s membership. You
must be enrolled in and receive your report card from Richland High School to be eligible
to join our Team. Students cannot be 19 year of age or older at the beginning of the rodeo
season, September 1*.

Even if you do not have any rodeo background, you can participate in this exciting sport.
Come and talk to the many high school athletes at our rodeos that train for bulls, brave the
broncs, borrow the horse and grow as rodeo athletes under the guidance of experienced
rodeo athletes who are always looking to build another athlete. NTHSRA has many
dedicated and experienced volunteers dedicated to teaching, preserving and promoting the
sport of rodeo. Check out our website (www.richlandrodeo.com) to learn about the events
held at high school rodeos.

We believe education in the classroom is important. Each member must be in good
academic standing to be eligible to compete. However, learning does not stop in

the classroom. There are many lessons to be learned as we work with livestock.
Responsibility, dependability, and good sportsmanship are just a few of these lessons.

FEES

S $50.00 - NTHSRA membership fee (due before application can be processed).

S $50.00 - NTHSRA Finals Program ad (due by October 1, 2007).

S $300.00 - Richland Rodeo Team (due 3 weeks prior to the Richland Rodeo or
January 1, 2008, whichever comes first). The Team Money is used to put on our
rodeo, year-end awards, etc. You can earn this money by selling ads for our
Program, getting sponsors, fundraisers, etc.

S $22.00 — Entry Fee, per event per rodeo (due to Team Sponsor on Thursday by 7:00
pm two weeks prior to rodeo). Make checks payable to the HOSTING TEAM, not
Richland Rodeo Team.

s $15.00 — Jackpot Fee (opt.) for each event you wish to jackpot. This fee is due to
the Team Sponsor at the same time you turn in your Rodeo Entry.

FORMS

S NTHSRA Membership form w/medical release. This must be signed by BOTH
parents before a Notary Public. If parents are separated or divorced, BOTH parents
must sign unless one parent has sole custody. In that event, the parent with custody
should indicate on the form that they have sole custody. If a parent is deceased,
please indicate that as well. Three copies are required.

s Two (2) copies of Birth Certificate or valid driver’s license.

S Report Card Release — 1 copy to Team Sponsor.

Incomplete membership applications will not be accepted by the NTHSRA office.
Once your application has been processed, you will receive a membership card with
your NTHSRA member number and a Rulebook along with a copy of the Richland
Rodeo Team By-Laws. Each member and his/her parents are expected to read
both the Rulebook and By-Laws and know the rules.

ENTRIES

The entry fees are $22.00 per event. All rodeos will have a jackpot (opt.). The fee for the
jackpot is $15.00 for each event you wish to jackpot. Jackpot entries close the same time
the regular entries close. Make checks payable to the HOSTING TEAM , not Richland
Rodeo Team. No entry will be turned in to NTHSRA without signatures or funds attached.
The Richland Rodeo Team is not a bank and will not be responsible for paying entries
unless you have money available in your account from ad sales or sponsor.

NTHSRA requires all rodeo entries be turned in two weeks prior to the performance. The
Entry Form must be signed by a parentin at least 2 places and also by the Team Sponsor.
Your entry (along with payment) must be turned in to the Team Sponsor by 7:00 pm
Thursday. NO EXCEPTIONS! It is YOUR responsibility to make sure your signed
entries are turned in on time. NTHSRA DOES NOT ACCEPT INDIVIDUAL OR

LATE ENTRIES . There is a Team List and a Contestant List that must be filled out prior
to turning the entries in to NTHSRA. Copies of these and the Entry Forms must be made
before the entries can be turned in to NTHSRA. Your Team Sponsor prepares all of the
paperwork on Friday, therefore your signed Entry Form and payment must be turned in to
the Team Sponsor by 7:00 pm Thursday two weeks prior to the performance.

RICHLAND RODEO

We will be hosting a rodeo on March 7-8-9, 2008. ALL MEMBERS ARE REQUIRED
TO WORK ALL 3 PERFORMANCES OF OUR RODEO. We also need all the adult
help we can enlist, i.e. parents, grandparents, aunts, uncles, etc. There will be help needed
in the concession stand, the arena, the gate, etc.

This rodeo is our major fundraiser. The more we get donated, the more money the Team
makes. Start NOW trying to get sponsors and donations. You are required to sell ads for
our Program. The first $300 in ad sales goes to the Team. This will be used to put on the
rodeo and for year-end awards, etc. Any amount you raise over $300 will be put into your
account and may be used for entry fees, gear, etc. (with prior approval from the Team
Sponsor).

OTHER IMPORTANT INFORMATION

These are some highlights of other information you need to know before becoming a
member of the Richland Rodeo and the North Texas High School Rodeo Association. For
more complete information read the Team By-Laws section on our websitet
www.richlandrodeo.com. If you have further questions or need something clarified, be
sure and contact the TEAM SPONSOR. Do not rely on information gathered from others.
We are regulated by our By-Laws and NTHSRA rules.

S You are required to pass 2/3 of your classes to be eligible to compete. YOU are
responsible for turning in a copy of your report card to the NTHSRA office per
their schedule. Report cards cannot be faxed or emailed. If your report card is not
turned in on time, you will not be eligible to rodeo. THERE ARE NO
EXCEPTIONS! If you do not pass for the grade reporting period, you will be
ineligible to rodeo for 4 rodeos, starting from the week you turn in your report card.

S NTHSRA prohibits any member from competing if they are in AEP (Alternative
Education Program), expelled from school or no longer in school. There will be no
refund of entry fees if you have already entered a rodeo and are ineligible due to
grades or AEP or no longer attend school.

S There is a DRESS CODE. All contestants must wear long-sleeve, button-up shirt
with a collar, boots and a cowboy hat while in the arena. Shirttails must be tucked
in whether competing or not. The dress code is required for contestants as well as
any person entering the arena.

s The Richland Rodeo Team and NTHSRA have a ZERO TOLERANCE for alcohol,
drugs, fighting, vandalism, foul language or for showing disrespect to any
NTHSRA official or Team Sponsor. Possession of, under the influences of, or
being on the NTHSRA premises with alcohol or drugs will result in law
enforcement being notified. Any NTHSRA member violating this rule will be
suspended from NTHSRA rodeos immediately and indefinitely pending results of
the Restrictions and Attitudes Committee meeting. (Chapter 8 of the NTHSRA
rulebook).
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
